The tournament will be governed by the current ASA rules with the following exceptions and clarifications:

1.
The following must be presented to the designated tournament official at least 30 minutes prior to their first scheduled game:

a.
A certified Team Roster (on NTGSA Roster Form) signed by the manager and an official from your home city, metro or state association.  The roster must be the same as the one used during regular season.  A maximum of 16 players is allowed, which may include up to two (2) drafts or pick-up players.

b.
Proof of players' age (birth certificates) must be available at all times in event of protest. (Note: January 1 of current year is cut-off date for all ages.)

C.
A signed ASA Travel Permit on official form.  Copies will not be accepted.

d.
Proof of Team Insurance good for ASA Play and valid at tournament date.  Insurance waiver forms will not be accepted.

e.
The manager will supply a telephone number where team can be reached in the event of a schedule change. MANAGER’s ONLY call 972/463-9307 RAINOUT number.

2.
A four game guarantee is planned unless weather or other unforeseen condition force other arrangements to be made.

3.
Use of a player not on the team roster will result in forfeiture of all games played, immediate removal of the team from the tournament, and forfeiture of the entry fee.

4.
Game time is forfeit time unless delayed by a late-running game.

5.
Home team will be determined by coin flip.  Each team should have a representative meet at the Bracket Board 20 minutes prior to scheduled game time.  Teams may occupy either dugout if both managers agree.  In the event of a conflict, home team will occupy the 3rd base dugout, except when a team is playing back-to-back games, they may remain in the same dugout occupied in the preceding game.

6.
Line-up sheets must be given to the Official Scorekeeper at least 15 minutes before scheduled game time.  Line-up should include players' first and last names, uniform number and starting position (by number).  Each team will furnish their opponent a copy of their line-up. (Note: If playing back-to-back, please get line-up to Scorekeeper as soon as possible.)

7.
No infield warm-up is allowed!  Warm-up is allowed in the outfield and outside of base paths.  No practice hitting balls into fences.

8.
Game times will be 75 minutes.  Any inning started will be completed. Any bracket game that is tied after seven innings, or time has expired (whichever comes first), will be decided using the "International Tie-Breaker" rule as stated in the ASA Rulebook.

9.
The following run rules will be in effect for all games: 12 runs after three innings; 10 runs after four innings; or 8 runs after five innings (whichever applies).

10.
Time lost due to injury or an extended time-out will be added to the game clock at the umpire's discretion.

11.
If a game is called due to weather, or other circumstances, before five innings have been played (4-1/2 innings if home team is ahead), the game will resume from the point it was suspended.

12.
All disputes to be resolved by protest must be done immediately.  Once play has resumed beyond the point of dispute, no protest will be allowed.  All decisions of the designated Protest Official or Committee will be final.  The Protest Committee will consist of the Tournament Director, one RGSA Board Member, and the Umpire in Chief.

13.
One coach or manager will consult with an umpire.

14.
Only players, coaches, managers and bat person are allowed in the dugout.

15. 
No tobacco products are allowed in the dugout, on the field, or within 20 feet of any spectator or concession area.
